USS TURNER JOY AMATEUR RADIO CLUB

CONSTITUTION

Preamble
We, the undersigned, desire the pleasures and benefits of a club of persons commonly interested in amateur radio: furthering cooperation among our members and developing individual efficiency.  We constitute ourselves the USS Turner Joy Amateur Radio Club, and enact this constitution as our governing law.

 ARTICLE I   MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:  All persons interested in amateur radio with an FCC issued license shall be eligible for membership by application and election as provided in the By-Laws.

ARTICLE II   OFFICERS

Section 1:  Officers shall be the President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer.
Section 2:  Officers shall be elected by a ballot of a quorum of voting members present at the July meeting.

ARTICLE III   DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS

Section 1:  The President shall preside at all meetings and conduct them by the rules adopted.  He shall enforce this Constitution and By-Laws, decide all questions of order, and sign all official documents adopted by the club.  He shall appoint such committee chairmen and members as he sees fit.

Section 2: The Vice President shall preside in the President’s absence. 

Section 3:  The Secretary shall keep a correct record of all meeting proceedings, carry on all correspondence at meetings, and retain possession of the Constitution and meeting records.
Section 4:  The Treasurer shall read all bills, receive and receipt all money paid to the club, record all money spent, and pay all bills approved by the club.

ARTICLE IV   MEETINGS

Section 1:  The By-Laws shall provide for regular and special meetings.  Twenty-five (25) percent of the voting membership shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE V   DUES

Section 1:  The club, by a majority of the voting membership, may levy such dues or assessments as it deems necessary.

ARTICLE VI   INTERFERENCE

Section 1:  This club shall assist its members as it deems necessary to resolve radio frequency interference problems.
ARTICLE VII   AMENDMENTS

Section 1:  This Constitution and By-Laws may be amended by a majority vote of the membership present.  Amendment proposals shall be submitted to all members in writing and voted upon by written ballot tallied at the next regular meeting.

ARTICLE VIII   RULES

Section 1:  Roberts’s rules of order shall govern all club proceedings.
USS TURNER JOY AMATEUR RADIO CLUB
BY-LAWS

Section 1: Constitution:
The Secretary shall keep the Constitution and By-Laws; make changes, additions and amendments as directed; and have a copy available at all meetings.

Section 2:  Membership:
1.  Members must possess a valid Amateur Radio Operators License. 

2.  All members are eligible to vote on Club business.

3.  Membership in the USS Turner Joy Amateur Radio Club shall be by written application, endorsed by a current club member and submitted by the applicant to the club secretary.  At the next regular meeting attended by the applicant, the application will be read and next meeting voted upon by the majority of the members present.  The applicant, at the time of attaining membership shall be required to pay pro-rated portion of the current dues period.
4.  All members in good standing shall be permitted to operate the Club’s station.  Keys for access to the Club station may be checked out from the director of the ship.  Permanent key holders include the Trustee and elected officers.
5.  Members who become delinquent for more than three months will be dropped form membership.  To be re-instated, a dropped member must re-apply for membership and pay all delinquent dues for the current calendar year.

6.  A member may be expelled from the club by a majority vote of the membership present.  A request for a hearing by that member may be presented to the Club President.

Section 3:  DUES
Dues payable in advance for a calendar year are $12.00 for a voting membership.

Section 4:  MEETINGS
An annual meeting shall be held on the Memorial Ships Weekend, typically the first weekend in June.  Other meetings as scheduled by the President  via Echolink.
Section 5:  ELECTIONS


Nomination and election of new officers shall be at the annual meeting, on Memorial Ship Weekend, providing a quorum is present.

Section 6:  Treasury
The treasurer shall immediately deposit all money into a checking account.  Signatures of the President and Treasurer shall be on record at the bank, and signature of one will be required to withdraw funds.  Upon election of new officers, those names will be changed.  The treasurer shall submit his books and accounts to an Audit Committee whenever the President directs.

Section 7:  Disbanding of the Club

Should the USS Turner Joy Amateur Radio Club disband. The trustee shall obtain fair market value for all club equipment and give that money to the Bremerton Historical Ship Association.
Section 8:  The Trustee

The trustee shall be appointed by the President and be obligated to serve a 4 year term from the time of each appointment.

The Trustee shall be the Club Licensee and be authorized to be responsible for the Club station under part 97 of the FCC rules.
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
